Your background, such as your upbringing and the other areas. 

Iôm Samantha, elder daughter of Alice and Olidio Fu.  

I was born in Hong Kong.  In elementary, I went to a 

Catholic school in Hong Kong.  My family believed in 

Buddhism when I was young.   Because I was very 

young still, I didnôt know what I believed and what the 

purpose of religion was.  Therefore, living in between 

two very different religions, didnôt bother me.  My fami-

ly and I immigrated to Vancouver when I was 9 years 

old. We lived in Vancouver for 12 years.  In December, 2005, I graduated 

from University of British Columbia with a double major in Social Work 

and Psychology.  In the same year, my family and I moved south to Seat-

tle, WA. 
 

How did you have a chance to touch Christianity? 

Even though I was educated in a Catholic primary school where Bible 

classes were mandatory, it didnôt give me much insight and knowledge 

about Christianity.  Throughout primary school 

and high school, I had met some Christian 

friends over the years.  However, they did not 

influence me enough to believe in Christianity.   

It was not until I was in third year university 

that my family started going to church and par-

ticipating regularly in different church activities.  

First, it was my sister who joined the churchôs 

summer program.  Then, auntôs family and my 

parents started to go to the Sunday service.  Then I began going to Sun-

day service with my family and joined in the young professional fellow-

ship.  In my fellowship at Coquitlam Chinese Evangelical Free Church, I 

met some new Christian friends.  One of the new friends I made and who

still has a great influence on me, was Jessica, the girl who invited me to 

Urbana, in December, 2009.  
 

Why do you believe Jesus Christ? 

On December 31st, 2002, I went to celebrate New Yearôs Eve with 

three of my friends.  We went to karaoke, and since it was New Yearôs 

Eve, we had a few drinks there.  After karaoke, we were going to have a 

late night dinner.  I was the front passenger in my girlfriendôs car.  As 

soon as our car got out of the parking lot, making a left turn, a jeep came 

downhill and hit our car.  It ñt-bonedò our car and hit right into the front 

passenger side, which I was sitting in.  I went into a coma immediately.  

The next thing I remember was that I was in ER already.  I couldnôt open 

my eyes, because dry blood was all over my face which glued my eye 

lids together.  I had a neck brace and felt very uncomfortable.  I was un-

conscious and confused for some time, until I heard the voices of my par-

ents.  When my parents saw me, they knew I was seriously injured be-

cause the dried blood was all over my face.  They thought the blood was 

from my eyes, nose, ears and mouth.  They were so worried that they did-

nôt know what to do, except to pray right away.  My parents talked to 

EMT team who got me out of the car.  The car was a total loss.  But 

thanks to God, I was protected.  The EMT team told my parents that I 

was very lucky and there must be an angel with me, because there was a 

girl who had the exact same accident a few nights ago and will killed 

right on the spot.  But thanks to God, I was alive still.  Looking back, I 

didnôt even have my seatbelt on, but X-rays and CT scans showed not a 

single bone fracture on me.  Thanks to God, I was alive.  The glasses of 

the broken window cut me on the forehead, but not my face or any other 

parts of the body.  Again, thanks to God, He protected me. 
 

Why do you accept Jesus Christ as your savior?  How did this faith 

change your life or give you an impact? 

I accepted Jesus Christ as my personal Savior in March, 2003.  I ac-
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cepted Jesus Chris because He 

gave me hope through my most 

difficult times in life.  He offered 

me a sense of reassurance and 

comfort when nothing else in the 

world could offer me that.  He of-

fered me a renewed way of looking 

at things. He offered me new levels of 

sensitivity, openness, personal responsibility, and sense of purpose in life.  

Most importantly, He made the impossible possible for me, because He 

loved me. 
 

Why do you want to be baptized? 

̪He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who doe not 

believe will be condemned.̫şşMark 16:16. I want to be baptized, not just 

because I want to make a commitment to live my life as a member of a 

particular church or commit to a set of philosophy, but I am actually giv-

ing up my life to God.  I want to tell my family, friends and others that I 

hear, accept, trust the words and works of Jesus Christ.  I acknowledge 

and honor the worth of Jesus Christ.  
 

What is your goal for your life since you have this faith and so on? 

Spiritual maturity is a continuous journey in life.  I do not expect my 

life will go smooth everyday, but I have trust, confidence, and faith in the 

Lord that He will lead me to the path He wants me to go to.  My goal is 

to become a Christ-like Registered Nurse.  My ministry is to care for the 

sick.  My mission is to heal the weak heart and body.  My motive is to 

glorify my Lord. ̪It is God who directs the lives of his creatures; every-

oneôs life in his power.J̫ob 12:10  I will use what God gives me, to focus 

on His purpose for my life, not mine.

A s I think back to my whole life so far, I think I finally came to realized that there were so many times in my 
life where God came and tried to communicate with me, 
even before I knew who he was. As long as I could remem-
ber (around 4 years old), my family believed in Buddhism. 
There were times where my parents and couple of their 
friends would bring me along to go to a house designed for 
worshiping. I remember, every time I went there, it was with-
in minutes that I was really dizzy and during the whole time I was there, I 
was just plain sick. I just didnôt feel comfortable being where I was. I im-
mediately told my parents please donôt EVER bring me back here, because 
every time I go there I never feel right! From looking back at this situa-
tion, I can really feel God trying to communicate with me and lead me to 
him. 

 

When I was very young my aunty, Cathy, had brought me to church to join 
some kidsô program to learn about God. And because I was very young 
and I had absolutely no idea of the meaning of going to church, all I 
thought about was to go to church and play all day.  I also didnôt know 
what praying was and many times was confused why people had to bow 
down their heads when the Sunday teachers said letôs pray now, since I al-
ways thought they said letôs ñplayò now instead. As you can see, all I 
thought about was playing at church. And it was a long couple of years lat-
er when I went back to church. When I was in grade 6, my friend from 
school invited me to go to a summer program at church to play and learn 
about God.  The first thing on my mind when she told me was, GREAT, I 
love to play!  So I started to attend the summer program, but then, I started 
to actually ñthinkò about what I was learning at church. There were just so 
many questions in my head about God. Who is God? Who was Jesus? I al-
ways heard about them, but who are they? And because of my curiosity, I 
started to go to church and attend fellowship and Sunday school every 
week. As I learned more about God, I finally came to understand this awe-
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some, forgiving and patient God, who loves me no matter what. Because 
I was really happy to go to Church and build a relationship with God, I 
often talked and shared my experience at Church with my family (who 
were still not believers in God at the time). And because of God, I think 
he really made my family closer and happier and also changed me to the 
more understanding and obedient daughter and sister that I am.     

 

The last thing is that, in 2006 the biggest event happened in my life. It 
was moving to Seattle. Even though, I had actually moved once before, 
this was the first time I remember everything so clearly. 2006 was the 
bitterest year of my whole life. My family had first come to the decision 
to move here to Seattle because of my sister and myself and for our fu-
ture. My parents wanted us to have more opportunities for our future, 
and I totally understood the situation. It just didnôt occur to me how hard 
moving was. It was starting over with a new environment, new school, 
and a new set of friends. It was so hard for me to cope with so many new 
things. And I also knew it was really tough for my family at the time too, 
because they were in the same situation I was in. After going to school 
the first day, I remember I cried uncontrollably when I got home. Be-
cause my parents saw how upset and miserable I was, they argued a lot. 
Seeing my family is such distress, 
I also remember promising myself 
from that moment on I would nev-
er cry in front of my family ever 
again, because I just didnôt want to 
make my family unhappy. I spent 
1 year hiding and crying by my-
self. During this time, I knew that 
God was the only one who could 
help me through my misery. He 
was my hope and he was my light though the darkness. He was there to 
listen to me through all my problems and kept me strong. Even though it 
was a bitter year, God was really the sweetness in my bitterness that year. 
From then on, I knew that I could rely my whole life on God, because he 
would always be there and never leave me to walk alone in my life. 
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In all, because of God, my life was changed. I am no longer the weak, 
selfish, lost child that I was. Even though it took me a long time before I 
finally came out to say I want to get bap-
tized, it was because I wanted to present my 
best to God. Now, I have come in front of all 
of you today, to share my experience and 
journey with God and also to show you how 
much God has done for me and how thank-
ful I am to have him in my life. I really 
hope that I can remind us all that we should 
always keep our faith in God. And my hope 
after the baptism is that I would continue my journey in learning more 
about God. Lastly, with God leading my life, I have no more worries!

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God Saved My Life                        Jackson 
 

I  would like to thank the Lord for His mercy, blessing and love for saving my life in the event of March 1, 2008 in 
which I was almost killed in a violent armed robbery at my 
office. I was alone in my office building that Saturday after-
noon when an intruder broke in and attacked me with a blunt 
instrument. 

  

I felt the hands of the Lord and His Angels in protecting me during the 
violent attack by the armed robber, allowing me to survive the attack 
without any serious injuries to my head and body.   

 

 During the most dangerous moments of the attack when the robber 
was trying to knock me dead, I felt the Lord blocking the blows against 
my face and head.  I was able to remain strong and alert in my head while 
taking the blows in my head and body with no fear and no pain.   My life 
was in His hands, and He protected me from death and from serious inju-
ries.   

 

I felt the strength of the Lord in helping me to 
free my left hand after both of my hands were 
tied by the robber with carpet tape.  The robber tied 
me up and hit me over the head again and again, 
with clear intention to kill me (according to the 
Bellevue Police, so that no live witness would iden-
tify or testify against him if he is caught). 

 

I thank God for putting my cell phone in my 
pocket in the vibration mode (something that I do not do when I am alone 
in my office on a weekend) so that there was no incoming call or ring 
tone during the attack which would have alerted the attacker that I had a 
means of calling for help. In fact, I did not remember that I had my cell 
phone on me during the attack. The robber locked me outside my office 
on the second floor balcony of my building, not knowing that I had a cell 
phone in my pocket and thinking that I would bleed to death while not be-
ing able to jump off the second-floor balcony or call anyone for help. 
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I thank God for all of the above, for saving my life in the face of death, 
and for nursing me back to health so quickly. The doctors at Harborview 
Hospital did not anticipate my speedy recovery and were surprised to dis-
cover that I had no brain or other internal injuries. They had actually pre-
pared me for a brain surgery which was cancelled to the disbelief of the 
doctors. I was up on my feet in the hospital 72 hours after the attack that 
had blooded me badly and sent me into a coma for more than 24 hours.  

 

I thank my brothers and sisters at KCCN for their prayers to the Lord 
on my behalf.  It was the power of those prayers that had gotten the Lord 
to keep me alive, not letting me suffer from serious injuries, and allowing 
me to make a full and speedy recovery with no pain.  

  

During my recovery period, I had peace in my heart and no pain in my 
body, even though I had more than 68 stitches in my head and bruises all 
over my body.  While sleeping in bed one night (about 96 hours after the 
attack), the letter C came into my dream 5 different times.  That woke me 
up, and today I still remember the essence of the 5 Côs that was delivered 
to me in my dream, which I would like to share with you all:  

  

The first C stands for Christ.  He is the all-
powerful, all-knowing, all-merciful God who 
has saved my life.  He will save the lives 
of all those who believe in Him and follow 
Him. 

  

The second C stands for Chance.  God has 
given me a chance to survive, live and experi-
ence His blessing.  I know God will give all 
those who believe in Him and follow Him a 
Chance when the moment comes.  When your Chance comes, be sure to 
seize it, thank the Lord for it, pray to Him for guidance and strength, and 
do as He directs. 

 

The third C stands for Change.  I have learned from my incident that 
nothing in this world is permanent.  Changes can take place at any mo-

ment in our life.  We can be happy one moment, then sad the next.  Suc-
cess can turn into failure overnight.  One can be healthy one day and very 
ill the next. I was doing email at my desk at one moment, and the next 
moment I was almost killed in an armed robbery.  Everything in this world 
can and will change, except for the love of God.  Those who believe in 
Him can face all the changes in life with no fear, as God will bless and 
protect all those who believe in Him and follow Him. 

 

The fourth C stands for Challenge.  With God watching over us, we can 
take on all challenges that come our way, good or bad.  It is our faith 
in Him that will help us meet all such challenges and prevail under His 
blessing.  

 

 The fifth and final C stands for Champion.  We as believers and follow-
ers of Christ will be able to champion above all.  But the greatest Champi-
on of all remains the Lord- - -He is the All Mighty Champion of the Uni-
verse.  I certainly know this for sure, as He has blessed me and it was He 
who championed over death and evil for me on March 1, 2008. 

  

I have learned from this incident to believe and trust in God always and 
to communicate with Him all the time through prayers. So long as we are 
true believers and followers of Him, He will watch over us, forgive us, 
protect us, lead us, guide us and bring us everlasting peace and joy.
